I want to tell you about earthquakes. The huge earthquake took place in
Ashkhabad in 1948 and during 20 seconds a lot of buildings were destroyed. In
1906 the earthquake took place in San-Francisco; in 1964 it took place in Alaska
and in 1969 it - in Portugal. During the earthquake on the island of Sicily in 1908
one hundred thousand people died.

The huge earthquake took place in Tashkent in 1966. The town was destroyed
and many people moved to different cities, for example, to Chelyabinsk. In 1971
in Turkey 2 towns were destroyed by the earthquake and more than 1000 people
died. On the 26 of December in 2004 the earthquake started on the coast of
Sumatra in Indonesia. 230 000 people were killed in 14 countries. It was the third
largest earthquake ever recorded.

I want to tell you about volcanoes. A lot of volcanoes take place on the islands in

the Pacific and Atlantic oceans. The volcano in Kamchatka in 1956 was very high.
The height of eruption was 45 kilometers. It was very dark during the day in a
village «Klyuchi» near the volcano. Karymsky volcano is situated in Kamchatka
too. The eruption of Karymsky volcano took place in 1996. The lake near the
volcano boiled. Its temperature raised very quickly and all fish died.

The floods took place in Leningrad in 1824, in 1924; in Holland — in 1952. Many
floods take place on the big rivers, for example the Dneper, the Volga, the Danube.
In 2013 the flood took place in Kartaly, Chelyabinsk region. 237 people were
evacuated to other places. Many bridges and roads were destroyed. 276 houses
were under the water. In the village Paris 511 houses were under the water, 355
people were evacuated.

Many houses were destroyed by the flood in Irkutsk region in 2019. During the
flood 25 people died, 763 people were sent to different hospitals, 11 thousand
houses were under the water.
