Task 2 (2–3 minutes)

 Ask for the price, when and where can you get the tickets.

 Thank for the information? Tell you have much to do before the concert.

You begin the conversation. The examiner will play the part of seller.

 mention all four aspects of the task

 take an active part in the conversation and be polite

Task 2 (2–3 minutes)

You play the part of seller at the John Kennedy Centre for Performing Art. 

 If asked for a favour, agree to fulfill the request.

Tell that only orchestra and balcony seats left.

 Mention that it is possible to pay credit cards or cash. Ask for the first and last names and telephone number. Tell the price of the tickets and mention about the service charge.
 Mention that he/she should get tickets in the box office before seven thirty.

SAMPLE CONVERSATION
(Dials the phone.)

Seller. Hello. May I help you?
C. Is this the number for booking tickets for Indilla show? I wish I could see her live performance! I doubt we'd be able to get tickets to her show, which is on at the John Kennedy Centre for Performing Arts.
S. Yes, it is. There are orchestra and balcony seats left.
C. I'm afraid I'll have to book twenty seats.
S. That's all right. I recommend you reserve balcony seats. They are in the centre of the third and fourth rows. You will be able to see and hear well from there.
C. Thank you very much. How do I pay?
S. It's best if you pay by credit card but you don't have to.
C. I'd like to pay in cash.

S. Then I need your first and last names and your telephone number.

C. How much are the tickets?

S. The price of the tickets is $ 40. For telephone booking, there is $ 3 service charge per ticket. That'll be a total of $ 860.
C. Okay! Where and when can I get the tickets?

S. You'll get the tickets at the box office. You should pick them up before seven thirty.

C. Thank you!  Hur-ray!  So, T am going to the show tonight! Goodness! I've got so much to do before the concert!
